Morrow Fire Department introduced a new program known as the Vial of Life on Aug. 26. The objective of the program is to provide medical first responder’s access to pertinent medical information in the event a patient cannot speak for themselves. The target audience is senior citizens and non-English speaking communities in the cities of Morrow and Lake City.  The vials are available to anyone in these areas that believe the vial would sincerely benefit them.
A medicine vial containing an information sheet is provided free of charge through a public private sponsorship. The vial is placed in the home refrigerator and may then be used in case of emergency to allow Fire and EMS crew’s immediate access to potentially life-saving information. The vials are available from Morrow Fire Department crews, at city sponsored events, or by contacting Morrow Fire Department at 770-961-4008.
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
